Felix Cicero Frazier was born on January 15, 1838, the son of Allen M.
Nellie Burton Frazier. He passed an@n May 8, 1916 and is buried at tF
old Prospect Church in High Point, North Carolina. His fellow Confede
soldiers conducted the last rites at his burial.

On July 7, 1862 Felix Cicero Frazier enlisted in Halifax County, NC &
private in the "Wilnington Horse Artillery," later designated 1st Compa
A, 36th Regiment North Carolina Troops, (2nd Regiment North Caro
Artillery). On April 30, 1863 he was promoted to 2nd Lieutenant ¢
assigned to Company A, 10th Battalion North Carolina Heavy ényillHe
rose to the rank of First Lieutenant in SepterrDetober of 1863.

Frazier's first involvement in the war came on Decembet4,31862 with
his battery in battle around Kinston, NC. On December 17, 1862 a
Battle of Goldsboro Bridge, they weisuccessful in driving the Federa
back. After assignment to Company A, 10th Battalion, Frazier was lil
among some friends he had grown up with men from Davidson, Rand
and Guilford Counties.

This company saw very little action from April of IB&rough December

Frazier was held prisoner at Hilton Head, S.C. for two months along

160 other Confederate officers on "retaliation." Frazier described thi
meaning "one pint of corn meal a day and some pickles, @b, me fire in

the buildings, meal old and bitter, bran and bugs in it." He also statec
"one third of the officers could not walk when moved north to F
Delaware." He was paroled on June 17, 1865.

A final note of tribute to Felix Cicero Frazier svgpaid him by Charles S
Powell who served as a 2nd Lieutenant and Adjutant of Company B,
Battalion, N.C. Heavy Atrtillery. While writing a piece for Clark's histori
of the N.C. Regiments, he stated Felix Cicero Frazier was "the best g
in the amy." 4

Welcome to High Point

The Lt. F.C. Frazier Camp 668 and the Laura Wesson Chapter 5 welcomes you to
the City of High Point for the 2012 Reumion of the North Carolina Division of the
Sons of Confederate Veterans and the North Carolina Society of the Order of the
Confederate Rose during the Sesquicentennial of the War Berween the States.

The City of High Point was incorporated in 1859 prior to a presidential election in
November of 1860. Abraham Lincoln did not receive any recorded votes in High
Point and did not carry any state below the Mason-Dixon line, but he won the
presidential race. The firing on Fort Sumter at Charleston and its aftermath swept
aside most of the reservations about secession held by the residents of High Point

The citizens of High Point clearly demonstrated their support to the Confederacy
after the first battle at Manassas in July 1861, when a flagpole was placed near the
depot and a crowd of several hundred watched as a Confederate flag was raised.

Before the end of the war, eight companies of enlisted men and a few dozen offi-
cers from Guilford County served in seven North Carolina infantry regiments,
Camp Fisher, located near the depot was a Camp of Instruction from 1861 to
1862 which organized four regiments including the 28th, 34th and 37th Infantry
units prior to closing after a measles epidemic. It was named in honor of Colonel
Charles F. Fisher who was killed at the First Battle of Manassas.

The town served as a shipping point for local goods including iron, firearms, hats,
shoes, saltpeter and ink which travelled to distant points along the railroad.

The Gilliam & Miller Gun Factory of High Point, owned by Dr. L M. Gilliam
and James Miller, secured a contract with the State of North Carolina for the manu-
facture of Mississippi type rifles in 1862, A new contract was awarded with the
Confederate States of America government on January 1st, 1863

In Jamestown, the Mendenhall, Jones & Gardner Rifle, owned by Cyrus P.
Mendenhall, Ezekial P. Jones and Grafion Gardner, and H.C. Lamb & Co. Rifle |
owned by Henry Clarkson Lamb, Anderson Lamb, Jehu C. Lamb and F.J. Carpen-
ter, nlso had contracts to produce arms for the Confederste States of Amenica

The Florence Armory was established by the State of North Caroling early in the
war in Guilford County just north of Jamestown in the village of Florence with
Captain Zimri S, Coffin in command. The armory was located there because of its
central location to the several contractors making arms for the State and the avail-
ability of gunsmithing skills in the arca. As part of the effort to arm its troops, the
State had militia colonels and State agents scour the countryside for shotguns and

“country rifles” which were sent o the armory for adaptation 10 military arms,
Captain Coffin also coordinated the efforts of the various contractors in the area,
including receiving and inspecting their arms, This was the only manufactory still

operating in this arca in April 1865 and was burned by Yankee raiders.

The Barbee Hotel was a four-story brick structure with forty-four rooms located
near the depot at the comer of present-day High and Elm streets. In the summer of
1863, the hotel was designated as one of many wayside hospitals, which provided
a place for sick and wounded soldiers to rest while traveling by railroad between

the larger permanent military hospitals,

On September 1, 1863, James L. Ragan of the 17th North Carolina Infantry be-
came the first patient admitted to the Barbee House. There were 5,795 soldiers
registered as patients from 1863 to 1865, or at other sites such as the Methodist and
Presbyterian churches in town, There were only fifty soldiers known to have died

at the hospital and were buried in historic Oakwood Cemetery in High Point

Hervine Laura Wesson who was truvelling with her father from Virginia to
Charleston when they stopped in High Point in 1865, She volunteered to stay in the

“pest house™ and was the only nurse caring for the soldiers suffering from a small-

pox epidemic, She would eventually succumb to smallpox and died on April 25,
1865 at the early age of twenty. She is buried in an unknown location in Oakwood
Cemetery, but a marker was placed at the entrance of the Confederate Section by

the Laura Wesson Chapter of the United Daughters of the Confederacy in 1936.

On April 10, 1865, Union Cavalry of Stoneman’s Raid invaded High Point and
bumed the depot, The flames threatened the hotel, but the patients were moved to a
nearby ficld while a bucket brigade kept the roof wet. A few weeks later, Varina
Howell Davis, wife of the president of the Confederacy. paid a short visit to the
Barbee House during her trip south escaping Richmond. President Jefferson Davis
travelled separately from his wife and children to ensure their safety, but he also

briefly stopped at the hotel when he came through High Point several days later.

The hallowed grounds of Oakwood Cemetery are the final resting place for local
citizens, Laura Wesson and Confederate Soldiers from different Southern States

who experienced the hardships of the War for Souther Independence.
